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Covid –19 Safety Guidelines
Purpose: The purpose of this document is to outline procedures that the Atlanta Community Food Bank will take to ensure the safety and well-being of all participants, staff, and volunteers attending the 2022 Hunger Walk Run. The guidelines are subject to change.
This event will be 100% outdoors. 
The Food Bank (Atlanta Community Food Bank) Staff and Volunteer Mask Guidelines
· All Food Bank Staff and Volunteers are REQUIRED to wear a mask at all times.
· The Atlanta Community Food Bank recommends that all volunteers are up to date with any recommended Covid-19 vaccinations and booster(s). All Food Bank staff are required to either be fully vaccinated against the Covid-19 virus or submit to mandatory weekly Covid-19 testing. 
Participant Mask Guidelines
· All Hunger Walk Run participants are encouraged to wear a mask, but masks are not required. According to CDC (Centers for Disease Control) guidelines, in general, people do not need to wear masks when outdoors. In areas of substantial or high transmission, people might choose to wear a mask outdoors when in sustained close contact with other people, particularly if
· They or someone they live with has a weakened immune system or is at increased risk for severe disease.
· They are not up to date on COVID-19 vaccines or live with someone who is not up to date on COVID-19 vaccines.
· Hunger Walk participants are strongly encouraged to wear a mask before the start and after the race.
· Participants should stay home if they are sick or have been in contact with someone who has been sick in the past 14 days (about 2 weeks). If you fall into this category, please contact our Event Team to switch to our virtual 2022 Hunger Walk Run experience, contact hungerwalk@acfb.org to change your experience from in-person to virtual. There will be a $5 t-shirt mailing fee for those who opt into this experience. 
· Participants who are, or who live with someone in the high- risk group defined by the CDC, should be cautious about participating.
Event Protocol
· Masks and face coverings will be encouraged in all event areas when six- foot distancing cannot be maintained for staff, volunteers, and participants. 
· All participants are recommended to bring their own PPE (Personal Protective Equipment), there will be a limited number of masks available on site for participants, staff, and volunteers. 
· Participants are encouraged to adhere to six-foot social distancing
· Announcer will frequently remind participants to remain socially distanced. 
· Participants will be asked not to congregate at the finish but to move back into the park space. 
· We will not be able to hold any personal items for participants 
Cleaning and Sanitation
· Event staff will monitor all high touch surfaces or areas of activities by cleaning and sanitizing regularly.
· Hand sanitizer will be available for use at portable toilets, information tents, water stations and at tents located throughout the park
T-Shirt Exchange
· To reduce the number of touchpoints between participants and staff, we will not be offering size exchanges for this event. 
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
